For underground storage of hazardous liquids, the map shall include the location of the machinery, appliances, fixtures, wells, and stations necessary for the maintenance and operation of the storage facilities, provided as Exhibit B, attached and incorporated by reference.

	An explanation of the purpose of the proposed project and a general description of the proposed pipeline, including its approximate length, size, products carried, and other information as may be pertinent to describe the project attached as Exhibit C.


VII

	Petitioner owns property in the State of Iowa (exclusive of pipelines) subject to execution, of a value of at least $250,000, or posts a surety bond or other security to be approved by the Utilities Board in like amount, to cover damages that may be legally recovered against it and that result from the operation of its pipelines within the State of Iowa, as shown by Exhibit D, attached to and incorporated by reference.


VIII

Attached as Exhibit F and incorporated by reference are (1) a statement of the purpose of the project and a description of how the services rendered by the pipeline will promote the public convenience and necessity; (2) a general statement covering each of the following topics: the nature of the lands, waters, and public or private facilities crossed; the possible use of alternative routes; the relationship of the proposed pipeline to present and future land use and zoning ordinances; and the inconvenience or undue injury that may result to property owners as a result of the pipeline; and (3) for an existing pipeline, the year of original construction and a description of any amendments or reportable changes since the permit or latest renewal permit was issued.


WHEREFORE, Petitioner requests that:

1.  The Utilities Board consider and take appropriate action in the matter of this petition for renewal of permit and requests that proper notice be prepared for publication.  Petitioner will make available to the public a map of the route, a copy of which is attached to this Petition, and requests the notice for publication state: (indicate which)

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Instructions for Filing a Petition for Renewal of 
Hazardous Liquid Pipeline Permit


This form is to be used when filing a petition for permit renewal prior to construction of a new hazardous liquid pipeline.

Rules regarding filing a petition for permit renewal for interstate hazardous liquid pipelines and underground storage are found in 199 Iowa Admnistrative Code (IAC) chapter 13.  General filing rules are found in 199 IAC chapter 7.  Rules regarding electronic filing with the Iowa Utilities Board (IUB) are found in 199 IAC chapter 14.

The petition and exhibits must be filed with the IUB by uploading a document or collection of documents into the IUB’s electronic filing system at https://efs.iowa.gov/efs/.  

If the map, drawing, or oversized document cannot be printed on 11-by-17-inch or smaller-sized paper in legible and usable form, as determined by the IUB, the original and four paper copies of each map, drawing, or other document filed pursuant to this rule shall also be filed, unless more copies are required by IUB order or request.  See 199 IAC 14.8(1).
